The coming years will be full of change for childcare in Onta@a. April 27, the

legislature passed Bill 242, the FDhy Early Learning Sté¢ Law Amendment Act

bringing Ontario one step closer to implementing-idly learning for fourand five

year-olds across the provincelhe legislation included a number of amendments, such

as clarifying the roles of teachers and early childhood edusah fultday early learning
classrooms, and provisions regarding the role of third parties such as Nursery Schools in
providing supplementary care.

The province also announced some measutoesddress the need for chilchre centres
to have the flexibity they need to survive as fouand fiveyearolds move into the
integrated before and after-school programncluding:

1 Providing stabilization funding. This will be phased in over the period of
implementation, growing to $51 million annually atlfuthplementation to help
stabilize child care centres as feand fiveyearolds move into the fullay
learning program.

1 Providing $12 million over five years to help ramofit child care centres make
retrofits and renovations to serve younger childre

1 Transferring child care policy and program responsibilities to the Ministry of
Education from the Ministry of Children and Youth Services to facilitate
smoother transitions for children from the child care system to the education
system.
