The children 
enjoyed making instruments, sharing their favourite tunes and learning about music 
from around the world.  We also had some very special guests come in to share 

their musical talents with us. 

 In the morning program Janet’s friends Ross and Denis (the official musicians of the Bettye Hyde grad 
party) brought in a drum and bagpipes.  At first we were a little nervous that the pipes would be too loud but once 
the music began it was hard to stay still.   Most of the children were up and dancing in no time although a few 
made sure to keep their ears covered.  Denis told us his drum is made from a tree and the top is made from ani-
mal skins.  Ross showed us all the different parts of his bagpipes.  The children noticed the part you blow into 
looks like a recorder. 

Tara brought her whole family in to do a small concert for us.  Her dad Dave treated us to the Irish flute.  
Her older brother Aidan played his tin whistle for us.  Big sister Zoe showed everyone how to do an Irish dance 
before treating us to a song on her piano.  What an artistic family! 

In the afternoon program Max’s parents arranged to have two of their friends come in to talk about their 
favourite instruments.  Eric came with a small collection of recorders.  He told us he has lots more at home.  After 
playing some tunes he let everyone have a turn trying out a recorder.  It was amazing to hear all that raw talent. 

John showed up with a variety of percussion instruments.  Most of them were traditional drums from Af-
rica.  We learned that some drums are made for talking, some tell folk stories and some are just for making music 
and having a good time.  After John showed us how each of his instruments worked he let the children take turns 
playing each one.  Then we all chose an instrument and had an impromptu jam session.

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ECO-TIPS FOR THE HOLIDAY SEASON: 
 
o    Consider buying nothing. Seriously!  Buy gifts that provide an experience such as tickets 
to a sports or arts event. The only material portion is the ticket, which can probably be recy-
cled. 
 
o    Choose gifts with little or no packaging, made from natural products and which produce 
little waste 
 
o    Shop close to home both to support local businesses and artisans and you can leave your car at home. 
 
o    Make your own gifts;  bake homemade treats or give a coupon for a home cooked meal or help with gardening 
etc. 
 
o    Research the chemical content of toys before purchasing gifts for children. (Some companies such as Brio, 
Lego and Chicco have phased out phthalates ) 
 
o    If you choose to buy electrical goods as presents, look for items that don't require batteries. If you do buy bat-
teries, by rechargeable. 
 
o    In lieu of using new wrapping paper or greeting cards, reuse old cards, newsprint, calendars, cartoons, maps, 
or even unwanted fabric. 
 
o    Use efficient LED indoor and outdoor lights. They use 95% less energy and last up to 20 times longer than in-
candescent bulbs. 
 
o    Support Ontario and Quebec farmers by serving local food and drink during the holiday season.
