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BETTYE HYDE VERNISSAGE BY CHARLOTTE  

 

I had the pleasure of attending the Bettye Hyde 
vernissage on Wednesday May 26 in the afternoon, 
featuring the art of the morning Goldfish and all the 
afternoon  children. It was the culmination of their 
month -long study of the masters Vincent Van Gogh, 
Pablo Picasso and Claude Monet, which kicked off with 

field trips to the National Gallery. My first hint that 
this would be an unusual month occurred when 
Willem ( our resident Goldfish) announced one 
morning, òWe learned about Mr. Van Gogh. He cut off 
his ear because he was very, very sad.ó 

 
The vernissage itself was an event of consequence. The joy of the children 

and their teachers in their accomplishment was palp able. Refreshments were 
served as children proudly showed parents their individual painting and 
collages arranged according to the style of the three artists they were trying to 
emulate. The style of Mr. Monet made an impression on a number of children: 
òdab, dab, dabó. Looking at the individual artworks and their different uses of 
colour and style was intriguing, but the most impressive effect for me came 
from the long view. If you stand near the kitchen door and look over at the 
groups of artworks, you ca n see how fully the children comprehended the very 
different styles of the three artists.  

 
In our family, we celebrated the event with an ice cream afterwards. 

When we arrived home, Willem explained Guernica  to us: òMr. Picasso was very 
sad because there was a war. The world fell down on all the people and he was 
very angry.ó Oh, Bettye Hyde, you find things in our children we didnõt even 
know were there.

Hereõs the scoop é If you are coming back next year and would like to be 

more involved please think about standing for a position on the board next 

year. The Board of Directors meets  one evening a month. Take a look at the 

job desc riptions below and contact one of the teachers or any board member 

if you are interested in a position .  
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The Presidentõs role is central to coordinating the work 

of the Board and is directly responsible for overseeing 

Board activities and ensuring that a ll deliverables are 

fulfilled. The President is also responsible for setting 

the agenda for meetings and keeping the agenda on 

track. The President also provides support to the 

Schoolõs Director as required.  

 

 

The Vice President's role  consists of support ing and collaborating with the 

President with a focus on human resources.  

 

The Treasurerõs role is to oversee, monitor and report to 

the Board on the status of the schoolõs financials 

throughout the year. The Treasurer is also responsible 

for the deposit  of monthly tuition fees and issuing tax 

receipts as required. The Treasurer works with the 

schoolõs bookkeeper and the position is supported by a 

Treasurerõs Assistant.  

 

The role of the Secretary is to record the minutes of the meetings and to 

distribute  them to the Board members and to ensure that a copy is put up in 

the School.  

 

The Registrar handles registration inquiries, 

applications and files. The Registrar maintains an 

up-to -date record of students enrolled in BH and 

those families who are on the  waiting list.   The 

Registrar strives to have BH filled at capacity at 

all times within regulations and informs 

interested parties of any vacan cies. The 

Registrar works with the teachers to track any 

changes in enrollment throughout the year and 

updates th e treasurer, the special day coordinator and the volunteer 

coordinator  as required .  This position is supported by a Registrarõs 

Assistant.  
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The role of the Volunteer Coordinator is to maintain lists 

of volunteer roles based on previous years õ needs and 

areas of support identified by the teachers and members 

of the Board. The volunteer coordinator works with 

Bettye Hyde families to ensure that all volunteer 

positions have been filled.  

 

 

The Publicity Coordinator is responsible for publicizing all 

intern al and external events that Betty Hyde is involved 

with and working with the newsletter coordinator to keep 

parents informed about events. It also involves designing 

and distributing publicity material and developing links with 

local organizations.  

 

The Fundraiser is involved in organizing various fundraising 

activities such as Trivia Nite and the Spring Fair. There is also 

a fund raising committee to help carry out this job.  

 

 

The job of the Newsletter Editor is to collect all the pertinent information 

re quired for each month õs edition of the BH newsletter. The editor is also 

responsible for printing and distributing the letter to each BH family.
